Film otvara tému vyrovnavania sa s dosledkami holokaustu v nie-
kolkych rovinach: z pohladu tych, ktori ho prezili, ich deti a vnu-
kov a skima dlhodobé nasledky, ktoré holokaust zanechal.

Former citizens visit the Jewish cemetery in the Slovak town of
Medzilaborce a number of times throughout the year. They
pray at their parents’ and relatives' gravesides and leave the sa-
me day. They are not able to stay longer. Sporadic attempts to
hold out until the morning have only brought them sleepless
nights in hotel rooms, overwhelmed by sadness, disillusionment
and unanswered questions. Even after 70 years, the memories
of the past are still too vivid not to engrave a deep impression
on the thoughts and emotions of the Holocaust survivors.
The film deals with the question of how to come to terms with
the consequences of the Holocaust on several levels: from the
viewpoint of those who survived, their children and grandchild-
ren and the long-term consequences that the Holocaust left.
