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AN EFFECTIVE MARKET FOR COPRODUCTION

Las Palmas de Gran Canaria International Film Festival (Canary Islands, Spain), launched four years ago the development of a new tool aimed as the meeting point of European producers with the financing agents.
The EuroForum – Audiovisual Co-production Market, an initiative born out to become the meeting point for producers, distributors, broadcasters and other investors with the objective of promoting coproduction of feature film projects intended for the European and international markets. 86 participants, 66 companies and 25 projects of 12 countries, guarantee the success of last year edition.

Euroforum 5th edition, running from March 22nd to 24th 2007, will take place as part of Las Palmas de Gran Canaria International Film Festival with the purpose of facilitating the opportunity for establishing networks of cooperation and funding of film projects that can be done in coproduction.

Main objectives of this European Forum are to secure participation of the most relevant audiovisual projects in Europe. Projects taking part will contribute to the development of the European film industry and will confirm The International Film Festival of Las Palmas de Gran Canaria as one of the most important meeting points of the International film calendar.

EuroForum ’07 – Audiovisual Coproduction Market is organized by Las Palmas de Gran Canaria International Film Festival  and sponsored by the Spanish Federation of Audiovisual Producers’ Associations (FAPAE).
¿How does it work?

In order to give each project the necessary space and attention the number of projects invited to participate in this fifth edition is limited. The main criteria for selection will be quality of projects, potential international market and talent of directors or producers. In the final selection stage we shall endeavour to achieve a balance between commercial projects and other projects involving a greater creative risk. Projects must be of recent creation, under development and must not have exhausted all the possible ways of financing. 

The most European important production, distribution and sales companies will be invited to participate, either by presenting projects suitable for coproduction or as investors of projects presented by other companies.

This 3 days events will coun with participation of: 

· Production companies with a project; All those companies which will like to participate with a project that can be done in co-production
· International Distributors; Companies that could be interested in the acquisition of distribution rights and/or TV screening rights.

· Production companies or Project receivers: Companies that have the capacity to assume financial implication in the projects participating in the Forum.

The organisation will compile information on the projects invited (synopsis, technical data, financing, etc), which will be circulated in advance among the potential backers of the projects. Their decision about the possibility of participating or not in the event will largely depend on the quality of the information presented. Subsequently, the receivers will indicate the companies with which they wish to have a meeting and, in keeping with all the information received, the organisation will elaborate the relevant meetings agendas in time previous to the arrival of all participants.

In addition to these pre-arranged appointments, the Forum offers additional opportunities for contact and networking with participants and guests of Las Palmas de Gran Canaria International Film Festival, by giving free access to all the activities of the festival: receptions, screenings, galas, etc. Informal lunches and dinners will also facilitate opportunities for meeting and making business.

The Forum will take place within a specially designated area of the Festival Headquarters, where, apart from the meeting and leisure areas, will provide participants also with screening facilities (DVD) and internet access.
The Projects

EuroForum ’07– Audiovisual Coproduction Market is open to the participation of feature film, fiction projects:

· From any European country.

· In any stage of development.

· Recent and having not exploited all the possible sources of financing.

· Viable from a production point of view.

· With a potential international market. 

How to take part

Interested producers with projects willing to be part of EuroForum ’07 - Audiovisual Co-production Market, which will take place in Las Palmas de Gran Canaria, Canary Islands (Spain) from March 22 – 24, 2007, are asked to submit their application before January 26, 2007. 

Entries must include:

· Short Synopsis (20 lines) in English.

· Synopsis (1-2 pages) in English.

· Treatment (8-10 pages) and/or script in English.

· Statement of the director/producer of the project.

· Biography/filmography of director.

· Biography/filmography of producer.

· Budget summary and financing plan.

· DVD of previous works (optional).
