Slovakijos kino institutu bus pristatyti filmai
i$ Slovakijos. Programa skirta Slovakijos kino
instituto penkiasdesimtmeciui paminéti. Sis
institutas patyré daug permainy, vos buvo
neuzdarytas, taciau dabar tapo itin ver-
tinama kino institucija. Nuo 1999 m. vadova-
vimg perémus vyriausiajam direktoriui
Peteriui Dubecky kino institutas tapo vienu
geriausiy Centrinéje Europoje. Siam institu-
tui pavaldus ir Nacionalinis kinematografijos
archyvas, tad organizatoriai nusprendé
ARTscape projekto programa sudaryti i$
reastauruoty filmy, sukurty nuo penkias-
deSimtyjy iki astuoniadesimtyjy. Programa
prasidés Jano Lacko filmu "Laimé aplankys
sekmadienj" (1958). Tai komedija apie aistringus
loterijos loséjus, kurie, norédami uzsidirbti lengvy
pinigy, papuola j jvairiausias komiskas situacijas. Dar
viena komedija "Kol nesibaigé $i naktis" (1965, rez.
Peter Solan) nukels j barg kazkur Aukstuosiuose
Tatruose. Nors filmo laikas - viena naktis, rezisierius
sugebéjo atskleisti baro lankytojy neissipildZiusias
svajones, iliuzijas ir nusivylimus, kuriuos patirdavo
"vidutinis" to laikmecio individas. "1968 - yjy rugpjutis
slovaky dokumentalisty akimis" - tai filmas triptikas.
Visi trys filmai buvo sukurtitarp 1968 - yjy ir 1969 - yju.
Tai buvo tragiskas laikotarpis ir cekams, ir slovakams.
Po 1968 - yjy jvykiy filmai buvo uzdrausti, tad ZiGrovui
unikali galimybé grjzti j tuos laikus, kai
je Cekoslovakijoj ké visa Europa.
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In collaboration with Slovak Film Institute
project Artscape presents films from
Slovakia. The programme is dedicated to the
fiftieth anniversary of existence of the Slovak
Film Institute. It has undergone several
changes, from almost ceasing to exist to
finally becoming a respected institution. It
has been working steadily since 1999 under
its General Director Peter Dubecky and today
it most certainly does not trail behind the
Central European standard. The National
Cinematographic Centre (NCC) is a part of the
Slovak Film Institute (SFI). Therefore the
organizers decided to present newly restored
films from 50's to 80's. The programme will start with
the film "Luck Will Come on Sunday" (1958) by Jan
Lacko. It is a comedy about passionate lottery players
who experience various comical situations because of
their desire to earn easy money. Another comedy
"Before Tonight is Over" (1965) by Peter Solan will take
viewer to a ski resort bar somewhere in High Tatras.
The cinematic time is only one night, but during it
director manages to reveal unfulfilled dreams,
illusions and dissapointments of "average" people of
those times. "August 1968: As Seen by Slovak
Documakers" (1968-1969) is a film triptych. All three
films were made between 1968 - 1969 and bound
together by life itself. This was a tragic time in the lives
of the Slovaks and the Czechs. Films were banned
afterwards, so there bea great opportunlty forthe
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Theen all screeningsif free of charge.
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
